6.1 Approve minutes of PC Meeting held on Tuesday 3rd February 2026 
The following amendments were proposed by JFG, seconded by JG and all voted in favour to accept. 
6,12 Additional Defibrillator for the Parish – Applications have been submitted to apply for a free defibrillator.
6.14 SPC Draft IT Policy/Councillor E-Mails – AJ has amended the draft policy and circulated to all.  The policy will be adopted at the March meeting.
8.6.1 Application for Diversion Order (FD6, FD7 & FD16) – This will be removed until an update is received.   The Clerk was asked by TM to write to WNC for an update.
9. 2026/0114/TPO - Having answered some questions on the application and previously declared an interest, AJ left the room and did not return. It was proposed by ST that the PC supports this application, seconded by JG and all remaining councillors voted in favour.
The minutes were then agreed as an accurate record of the meeting and will be signed and dated by the Chairman.

4 OPEN FORUM - The public will be invited to join in throughout the meeting at the discretion of the Chairman, and if times permits. The meeting is being recorded.

5. CLERK’S CORRESPONDENCE

5.1 WNC – Local Nature Recovery Strategy – Public Consultation – ST will look into the consultation as her role as CAN Champion.
5.2 NCALC - Strategic Plan Consultation 2026-2029 – TM to attend a workshop on 23rd March 2026.
5.3 WNC - Parish & Town Council Election Recharge Consultation – SPC have no comments to make.


6. PLANNING

6.1 2026/0308/LBC - Listed building consent for attachment of black painted aluminium panels to
existing wrought iron gate (retrospective) – The Croft, Croft Lane, Staverton
JFG proposed that the PC have no objections to this application, seconded by SP, with 5 votes in favour and 1 abstention (JG). Carried.


6.2 WNC – Local Plan Consultation – Staverton was awarded Secondary Village status in 2024 due to inaccuracies with the scoring process, this was originally given by DDC in 2016. This status deems the parish requires 24 houses to be built within the next 17 years in the new Local Plan.  The village no longer has a regular bus service (term times only) and no shops (criteria to be confirmed by TM) or takeaways so this will be challenged.  The response will be drafted and circulated by TM before submission to WNC by the 27th March. 
7 REPORTS FROM WEST NORTHANTS UNITARY COUNCILLORS (R Frost & C Hastie)
7.1 Monthly WNC Update – The proposed parking charges for Daventry town centre in the budget proposals have been reversed.  The main issues remain with planning and highways.  R Frost confirms that a meeting is planned with the Contracts Manager from Kier.
8. BUSINESS 

8.1 CIL Monies 
8.1.1   Village Gateways & Signs – TM proposes that the signs are purchased from Creative Sign & Design, seconded by JG and with 5 votes in favour to proceed, and 1 abstention (JFG).  Carried.
8.2 Spring Clean-up/Litter Pick – ST proposed that a litter pick be arranged, seconded by JG, and with 4 votes in favour.  Carried. An advert will be placed on the Village WhatsApp for a co-ordinator and volunteers to take this forward.
8.3 Annual Parish Meeting – Thursday 23rd April 2026 – TM proposes that the agenda be approved and refreshments expenses of £150 authorised to spend, seconded by JG and all voted in favour.  SP will purchase the wine, juice and nibbles.
8.4 SPC IT/E-Mails Policy - TM proposes that the Policy is adopted by SPC and effective immediately, with a slight amendment to read “The ‘domain registrar’ reserves the right to monitor email communications to ensure compliance with this policy and relevant laws’ rather than SPC, seconded by JG and all voted in favour.  This will be uploaded to the website.
8.5 Assets of Community Value (The Countryman)

8.5.1 Special Motion, signed by SP and HL, to discuss the decision of pursuing the ACV as per item 6.21 (Assets of Community Value) of the January 6th 2026 SPC Meeting Agenda and in the light of additional information. This special motion shall include the authority of SPC to come to a different conclusion to that previously agreed – SP advised that a letter from the tenants stating they are not in agreement of the ACV status has been received; therefore the application needs to be reconsidered.  R Frost advised of the situation which affected The Windmill at Badby, which did not have an ACV and is no longer open.  ST advised that in light of the new information, she would also reconsider her original vote, which was in favour.  The decision is due from WNC tomorrow so any action is adjourned until this is announced.  Proposed by SP, seconded by HL and all voted in favour.  Discuss further in April.
8.6 Clerk’s Vacancy - The Chair proposes the panel (consisting of the Chair, Vice Chair and Clerk) & dates for the Clerk vacancy, seconded by JG, and all voted in favour that the interview date is Thursday 12th March is confirmed.  SP will also be joining the interview panel.  
8.7 Clerk’s Office Equipment - The Chair proposes a budget to the purchase of laptop/printer and mobile phone for new Clerk – This will be deferred until the candidate has been selected.
8.8 PC Bank Account - Due to continuing admin difficulties with Unity Trust Bank, the Chair proposes that a new online bank account be opened with Nat West, Rugby with the mandate including the signatories of the Clerk, Chairman and Vice Chairman, HL amended the proposal to JFG contacting Unity Trust Bank to sort the bank mandate out by the April meeting,, seconded by TM and all voted in favour.
8.9 Recent damage to Village Green/Marker Post – The marker post has been removed and a plea will be posted on the village WhatsApp for the safe return of this.  Photos of the damage have been sent to the HGV company for compensation.
8.9.1 Proposal from TM that WNC Highways place signs on each of the roads into the village stating ‘Unsuitable for HGV’s’.  After some discussion, this proposal was withdrawn as the signs were not wanted by the PC.

Manor Road Signs – TM proposes that additional signage for Manor Road is installed outside The Old Post Office to aid delivery drivers etc, seconded by HL and with 5 votes in favour and 1 abstention (SP).  Carried.
